Slip:


Watered down clay, the consistence of yogurt, used to “glue” two pieces of leather-hard clay together.

Score and Slip:

The method used to attach two pieces of leather hard clay together.
Workable 

Clay that is plastic and soft so that it can be worked into shapes to make ceramic objects
Leather hard
A state of clay in which the clay becomes harder than workable but can still be cut and scored to attach two pieces together.
Bone Dry

Clay that is completely dry
Green-ware: 
A state of clay that is formed pottery but has not been fired (bone dry).  This clay is extremely fragile and cannot be worked or altered once it is bone dry.

Bisque-ware

A state of clay that has been fired in the kiln for the first time
Stone-ware
A state of clay where glaze has been applied to the bisque fired pot and fired for a second time.
Glaze
A solution used to decorate bisque-ware pottery.  When heated, it fuses to the bisque-ware pottery forming a glass like surface, which makes the pot impervious to liquids.  (Waterproof)
Pinch


A method of making pottery by pinching and turning the clay in your hand.
Coil


A method of making pottery by rolling out rope-like coils and stacking to form a pot.

Slab 
A method of making pottery by rolling out slabs, cutting them to the desired shapes, and slipping the joints to construct a pot. 

Throwing

The art or act of making pottery on a potter’s wheel
Wedging

The process of mixing the clay to remove air and make the clay consistent
Wedging table 
A table, covered with canvas, and equipped with a cutting wire used for removing air and making the clay consistent
Kiln 


A chamber made of firebrick used to fire pottery at high temperatures

Bat
 

A temporary wheel head that is made of plastic
Fettling Knife 

Thin bladed knife used to cut leather hard clay.
Toggle Wire tool
 
A braided wire with two wooden handles used to cut clay off of the wheel head.
Ribbon tool

A tool with a loop on each end used for trimming a foot on pottery.
Large Loop tool 

A tool used to trim large amount of clay from pottery
Needle tool

A sharp tool used to trim the lip of pottery and also used to score and cut clay.
Wooden Rib 

A triangular shaped piece of wood used to shape or shave clay from a pot on the wheel
Metal Rib
 
A thin piece of flexible metal used to shape or smooth pottery.

Modeling Tool

A wooden tool rounded on one end and pointed on the other used to cut and model clay.
Small Sponge
 
Used to add or remove water from pottery while throwing on the wheel.

Inside / Outside Caliper
A tool used to measure the inside and outside of a rim / lid combination.  
Foot 


Bottom of the pot is called
