It is the responsibility of the applicant to ascertain their own eligibility to receive such a
scholarship according to the eligibility rules of the college or university they will be
attending.
8. Signature of Applicant is mandatory.
9. An official transcript is mandatory.
10. Personal resumes welcome.
11. All sections must be complete.
