· Timeglider - www.timeglider.com - Create interactive and visual timelines.

Classroom Tools that Work
· Spelling City- Great for spelling word practice. You type in your customized list and begin practicing!
· Jigsaw Planet- If you have an Interactive Whiteboard, this is a great collaboration project! Put any image into a jigsaw puzzle and let students go with it!
· Interactive Whiteboard Games - Variety of ineractive games to be used with your interactive whiteboard! 
· Jeopardy Labs- Simple, easy, and quick to set up a review game for your class! Much easier than the PowerPoint version!! It also keeps score for you!
· Stellarium- Open source planetarium for your computer. It shows a realistic sky in 3D.
· Celestia- Free space simulation software allowing you to explore the universe in 3D.
· Webspiration- Free version of concept mapping software.
· Wordle- Generate word clouds and posters with words!
· Readability- This fantastic tool allows you to capture ONLY the text from a website, getting rid of the clutter!
· Cue Prompter- The is a teleprompter tool, allowing students to read a scrolling script from the computer.
· Plagium - paste in text and check for plagiarism 
Others

Blabberize - Make any picture talk with Blabberize. All you need is a computer, a picture, and thirty seconds! You have the ability to record voice via phone, texting, or microphone. Your final Blabber can be embedded or viewed by a link. You must register to Blabberize. 

Go Animate- Make your own cartoon animation. Students can choose a background, characters and props. They can then add text bubbles and even emotions to their characters. It only takes a click of a button to add a new slide and add to the story. Quick, easy & enjoyable. When you are finished you can send a link or it can be embedded. You will need to have an e-mail account to register or you can sign in using your facebook account.

Penzu Simple online journaling! To set up account you will need an e-mail address. Journals can be shared with others or set to private. 

Quizlet Students and teachers can produce flashcards and quizzes. They can also study vocabulary, share quizzes, and practice flashcards! Create your own or choose from the existing database. Fast, easy & free! Use your facebook account or register with an e-mail account.

Realewriter - Use your own pictures to create custom books. Great for classroom or personal use. With the free version, you can only print small books. Can upgrade your account for $40 with just the download or $50 for the download and cd. This upgrade gives you many different printing options. Can share your books via e-mail. Free software must be downloaded.

Voicethread - Transforming media into collaborative spaces with video, voice and text commenting. There is a regular or an educational site. The fee for the educational subscription is $60 per year. With either account your voicethreads can be embedded onto your webpage or other documents. A benefit of the educational account is you can easily create accounts for up to 100 students (without an e-mail address). 
Voki - Create your personal avatar to give directions or have your students create them to explain procedures, partake in interviews, and be creative! E-mail registration necessary.
Wall Wisher  - A collaborative notice board maker that can be used for brainstorming or categorizing.
SchoolTube - sites to upload and share video
ClassJump - provides teachers web sites free of charge, where multiple classes can be managed and updated using an easy to understand interface.
Edublogs - easily create teacher and student blogs
Aviary - Photo-editing, logos, web templates, filters, color palettes, screen capture & more
PodBean - easy way to start podcasting
Shown'd - online portfolio
Poll Everywhere - online polling tool
Screencast-o-Matic - free  way to make a video recording with audio and upload it for free hosting all from your browser

Media Converter - Convert up to five videos per day up to 100 mb each using the FREE version, this site allows you to convert online video for use in other applications.  A premium version is also available.
Photoshop.com - online photo storage, including editing tools
1001 Free Fonts - downloadable fonts
SkyDrive - 25 GB of free storage
CalculationNation - math games
Illuminations -  library of 105 online activities that help to make math come alive in the classroom 
60 Second Science - quick science lessons from Scientific American
UStream - stream video live or archive for watching later
Shareaholic -  Share bookmarks and e-mail web pages via your favorite Web 2.0 social networking, bookmarking, and email services

Picnik -  adds a menu option when you right click on images to make it easy to pull the image into Picnik for editing.

One True Media -  Mixup, mashup short video clips, photos, and music at one site.  Video creator, editor, and publishing site.  Add music or sound, transitions, and titles; embed video clip in webpage or wiki

Titan Pad -  create you own chat

Tiny Chat -  create a free, secure chat room, accessible with a browser, by giving the link to those with whom you want ot chat.  Participants do not need an email account.  Once the chat room is closed, the chat data is gone.  The chat room data can be saved as a text file.

Quizlet -  contains many study aids in the form of flashcards, vocabulary, memorization, and studying games or make your own

TimeGlider -  create interactive and visual timelines

Readability - This fantastic tool allows you to capture ONLY the text from a website, getting rid of the clutter
