Meeting Minutes

Jesse made a request for bus sponsors for the middle school competition in Plattsmouth on March 23rd.

In Wes’ absence, Robin passed around a list of choir dates for this semester.

We received a $1000.00 grant from NPPD this year.
The “Rock the Schools” African music event was cancelled.

There was some discussion on whether or not to reimburse the district for money spent by Wes on a new trap set for the Show Choir.  It was suggested that the district be responsible for instruments and equipment.  It was decided that we would table the decision until the next meeting when we could ask Wes for his input.

The proposed jazz band trip was cancelled.
New Business

Students can be reimbursed for honor bands/choirs registration fees by the music boosters.  Students can request forms from Evan or Wes and must have them submitted for reimbursement by March 1st.
Scholarship applications are available to all music seniors and are due by April 1st.
Arrangements for the Big Band Dance were discussed.  The Village Voice has offered to advertise the event for free and to cover our printing costs for the event.  We will have a silent auction this year.  Michael Keralis has a list of previous donors to solicit.  Additional donors are welcome.  If you have a potential donor in mind, please contact Michael or Jill to make sure there are no duplications.  The date for the dance is March 24th.  Admission is $5.00, dessert with drink is $3.00.  Volunteers will be needed to make the desserts and work at the dance as well as help with the decorations.  Contact Robin if you would like to volunteer.
District music contest is scheduled for April 19th-20th.  Volunteers will be needed to work the concessions and the contest rooms.
There was some discussion about reimbursing All State Band and Choir students for some of their expenses next year.  There will be more discussion on this topic at a future meeting.

The next meeting, which was scheduled for February 26th has been moved to March 5th after the band concert.
