Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Robin Keralis at 7:00 pm.

The minutes from the March 5th meeting were read and approved.

The treasurer’s report was read  and approved.  There was a total of $3042.34 in checking and $5346.55 in savings.  Proceeds from the Big Band Dance totaled $3011.72.

Janis reported that there was an anonymous donation of $1000.00 at the Big Band Dance, which was included in the total profits.  Silent auction proceeds were similar to last year.  It was decided that the silent auction be a biennial event so as not to tap into the same donors annually.  There were many positive comments about the dance, and we will continue to make it an annual event.

Evan thanked the boosters for sponsoring the Big Band Dance.  He mentioned District Music Competition coming up April 19th-20th.  The jazz band went to Bellevue and Wesleyan competitions this month and scored 1,1 and 2 at both.  They will be going to Hastings this weekend, and the Boosters will be buying their breakfast.  The spring band concert is scheduled for May 14th.  Instrument appreciation week was a big hit with the band students, but not so much with passers-by or  those in adjacent rooms! Band camp this summer is scheduled for August 6th-10th with leadership camp starting July 31st.  Tentatively, the show will be music from “Queen”—plugged-in!  
Jesse reported on the middle school competition at Platteview on March 23rd.  Both 7th and 8th grade bands scored 2’s with all solo and ensemble groups scoring 1 or 2.  Middle school spring concert is scheduled for May 10th.  Final schedule for district music has not yet been finalized.  Plans are being made to start 5th grade band this fall and are waiting for final approval by the administration.
Wes expressed that the middle school students represented Norris very well at Platteview both musically and behaviorally.  The date for the middle school musical is set for May 5th.  Boosters will provide pizza for the cast of “Annie”.  Auditions for the high school musical,” Fiddler on the Roof”, will be the last of April/first of May.  Show choir auditions will be May 9th.
The Young Men in Harmony event left us with a surplus of Pepsi, which we will use for the District Music concessions.  It was decided to make a $100 donation to the Lincoln Continentals rather than try to reimburse them for the Pepsi.

Scholarship applications are due April 2nd and need to be signed by Evan or Wes before being submitted to Mr. Carlson.
We are still looking for a volunteer to take over the treasurer’s position next year.  If no volunteers are forthcoming, the draft will be reinstated!
We are still in need of volunteers to work concessions, be door monitors and bake cookies for District Music.  We will ask Patty Wieskamp to take care of food for the judges.  We will be serving pizza, sloppy joes, hot dogs and fruit for the concessions.  Tri-M will handle the candy sales.  
NCDA Show Choir competition will  be held at Norris in February 2008.  We discussed whether or not we would want to do concessions for that event.  Gail French and Jill Hietbrink volunteered to help organize if we do.
Final meeting for this school year is scheduled for April 23rd at the home of Michael and Robin Keralis.  This will be a dinner meeting at which the Keralis’ will provide meat and drinks, and those in attendance are asked to bring a side dish or dessert.  This is an appreciation dinner for our members and volunteers throughout the school year.   It was decided that we would invite Gail and Dennis Schmidt for their past efforts.
