Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Robin Keralis at 7:00pm.

Minutes from the October 22nd meeting were read and approved.

The treasurer’s report was read and approved.  There is a balance of $564.09 in the checking account and $5895.71 in the savings account.

Staff comments:
Gail French reported on the new choir robe design.  We have 1 bid in and are waiting for 2 more. The district will pay for about 120 robes at approx. $145 per robe.  We will consider donating the old ones.  We will have them for the 2008/09 school year.  
Becky Wilhelm reported that the middle school contest in Malcolm will be held on March 13th. We will need a few bus sponsors for this trip.  She also mentioned hosting a middle school contest possibly in April after the District Music Contest.  Becky has a student teacher this semester, Stacy, who was ill tonight.
Evan introduced Joe, his student teacher this semester.   Evan also showed us the new music folders for concert and jazz band.  Norris now has 2 jazz bands.   Peru State and Hastings contests for jazz band are coming up as well as honor bands at Hastings, UNO and Wesleyan.  Evan also announced that the music department will be traveling to Anaheim, CA on May 22nd-25th, 2009.  The cost will be approximately $1250 per student, and all band, choir and color guard students will be eligible to go.  Students will be making up their fall 2008 schedules soon.  Make sure your students make room in their schedules for band and choir.  Band camp is scheduled for July 28th-August 1st for percussion and leadership camp, and full band August 4th-8th.
Jesse reported that 5th graders will be screened this spring regarding which band instruments they are interested in, so they will have the summer to prepare and have their instruments rented or purchased by start of school in August.  
Old business

The district paid for the piano dollies, so we will not have to.  It was decided that we would give the concessions for the NCDA Show Choir Contest to the musical students who are going to New York.  Two music boosters will be door guards, and students will be used for the other volunteers.  Admission is free.
Tri-M will do candy sales for the Dist Music Contest.  

We will apply for the NPPD grant in April.  The staff will brainstorm on what we can use the grant for.    
New Business

Regarding the Anaheim trip, Robin needs a volunteer to chair the fund raising committee.  Fund raising ideas are also welcome.
The Big Band Dance is scheduled for April 4th.  The previous decorating committee graduated their students last year, so we need a new one.  We will also need volunteers to make desserts, serve and take admission.  Both jazz bands and show choirs will be performing.  There will not be a silent auction this year.
District Music is scheduled for Thursday & Friday, April 17th-18th.  We will need volunteers to work concessions and be door guards, so keep those dates open.

Reimbursement forms for honor band/choir expenses are available on the web site or from the music staff and are due March 3rd.

Scholarship applications are also available on the web page or from the music staff.  These are due on April 1st in the guidance office.
