Scrapbook Book Share Worksheet

This fourth quarter book share will incorporate many of the projects you’ve seen, heard, or done yourself this year.  You and a partner will select a book to read and then will prepare a scrapbook to share with the rest of the class.  Your partner may be someone in this class, a parent, grandparent, older family member, aunt, uncle, or neighbor. If you'd rather make your own scrapbook, that's OK, too. 

  Check off the requirements as you complete them, and note who has taken the major responsibility in completing each requirement. Note that everyone must do the first four requirements listed. You and your partner may then make some choices about the next two requirements.  Each requirement is one "page", so your scrapbook will have a cover and five pages when you are finished.  (If your partner is someone in this class, the requirements should be divided up equally.  If your partner is not in this class, such as a parent, grandparent, or neighbor, you should be taking the major responsibility for the requirements, with your partner providing support for you.)

Remember, the first four requirements are mandatory (required) and are the first four pages of your scrapbook:

· Scrapbook Cover

The scrapbook cover should include the main character’s name or names, the title of the book, the author’s name, and your name(s).  Be creative as to how you incorporate each of these elements into the cover.  Make your cover attractive so others will want to look inside!

· Pictures and Photographs

Include five pictures or photographs in the photo section of the scrapbook.  The “photos” can be drawn or cut out of a magazine.  Label each “photo” as you design your page.  Ideas for the “photos” include, but are not limited to:

1. The main character in a scene from the book.

2. The character’s family or friends.

3. The main character’s major accomplishment.

4. The setting of the story.

5. A picture of your choice.

· Souvenirs and Mementos

Draw, collect, create, or find at least six souvenirs that the main character(s) would have put in the scrapbook.  These objects should reflect events in the story or important aspects of your character.  Include an explanation next to each object describing its significance.

· Book Review

Write a book review that gives a brief summary of the book. Please do not give away the end of the book!  The book review should:

1. Be written in complete paragraphs.

2. Include a brief description for the main character, setting, and major events.

3. Give your personal opinion of the book.

4. Include any awards the book has won.  (Examples:  Golden Sower awards, Newbery award.)

5. Mention where the book can be found.

If you want me to send your review to the Hickman Voice, you need to give me an extra copy to submit.

Choose two options from the following for your next two pages:

· Letter to a Friend

Write a letter to a friend.  In this letter you will try to convince your friend to read the book.  You don’t have to review the plot, setting, and characters of the story, since you have already done that in your book review.  In your letter, you want to give your friend reasons why they should read the book.  Include at least three reasons.

· Letter to the author

Write a letter to the author.  Refer to the Eight Tips for Kids (in the Information section of your notebook) when you write your letter.  Again, you don’t need to summarize the book, since you've already done that in your review.  (Make a copy to send to the author, and one to include in your scrapbook.)

· Diary Entry

Your diary entry is somewhat like a reading response sheet (RRS).  You will write your entry after you’ve read the book.  You might include an evaluation, a personal experience, or a strong reaction.  (Do not include a prediction!)  Start your entry “Dear Diary,” and end it with your name.

· Author Research

Use library and/or internet resources to research the author.  Does the author have a web page?  Give a brief overview of the author’s life and include it in your scrapbook.  If the author has a web page, design a scrapbook page summarizing the contents of the web page.  Be sure to include the web address so scrapbook readers could find the page themselves, if they wanted!  (Be sure to look at Authors and Artists for Young Adults  in our library.)  Include where you got your information about the author at the bottom of the page.
